A. Installing Bulkhead Connectors 

1. Remove old bulkhead and re-tap hole with ½-20 tap to clean surfaces. 
2. Apply Loctite primer to hole. Twist wires on bulkhead while primer dries. 
3. Apply Loctite to 1st 2 threads only of bulkhead, and screw into place. Use a crescent wrench to 

insure that bulkhead is very tight. 
B. Installing Anodes 

1. Remove old anode and re-tap hole with 10-28 tap to clean surfaces. 
2. Thread the anode in just past hand tight, Do not use any lubricants or loctites. 

C. Install External Magnet Assembly 
1. Inject holes with DC-4 
2. Clean and lubricate with Super-O the endcap surface, and the magnet mount (23156) surfaces, as 

well as one O-Ring (30080). 
3. Install Switch mount with O-Ring, and 2 screws (30178), coated in Loctite 242. 
4. Install magnet only to the first notch. If it is fully installed, the switch will be turned on.
