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Emmanuel Talking Points

1. If interested, I will need to get permission from Elsevier –should be no problem

2. Share royalties 50-50, but not big bucks here

3. Pluses for doing book: 1) recognition (like Kirk and Mobley; note Elsevier was publisher of Jerlov’s ocean optics book!) niche is there and bio-optics community is ready for first major book since 1994, 2) a book you like to teach from in the future, 3) ONR (Steve Ackleson) very supportive of book and likely will help keep cost of book reasonable (likely $70-80 I paperback) and retaining lots of color figure; we may be able to get some NASA support as well – all of this should be good for your future funding with these agencies as well as NSF

4. Elsevier is a very good choice for publishing a book like this as they market well worldwide and own many of the major book companies – easier to get permissions for figures in these cases

5. I think new generation of bio-optical oceanographers will use our book opposed to Kirk and Mobley as 1st intro book for the subject – newer, more relevant – we refer to these books for special aspects as complements

6. I have about 3/4 of book done now (Chapters 1-5 and part of Chapter 6 –fairly easy application chapters need completion, but relatively easy I believe; figures need selection, permissions and creation.

7. I have taught from first 2/3 of book already and have some student feedback 

8. Time scale for completion of draft to go to reviewers – roughly April 2006 unless we feel we can do faster which would be great

9. Give Emmanuel folder with text written so far; I have Xeroxes of figures at home and can send

10. We should get chapters out for review shortly after Emmanuel’s rewrite of each chapter

11. Try to get book in press before Ocean Optics 2006 – Prizes for student posters??

12. I expect the book to be reviewed in Oceanography, Limnology and Oceanography, Bulletin of the American Meteorological Society, EOS, Science, Nature, others?? -   good reviews important

13. Our book complements very recent Seelye Martin remote sensing book (Cambridge University Press) and Biogeochemisty(?) by Jorge Sarmiento and Niki Gruber 

Emmanuel’s contribution as co-author:

1. Good edit of chapters – corrections, updates, additions of ideas  (Use EB on versions and I will start using TD on versions)

2. Selection (paring down) and creation of figures and tables for the book. Identifying more references.  I definitely have too many figs and tables now – some of the chapters are probably too long as well.  Students felt chapters should be subdivided.  I can pass on some the criticisms and suggestions.

3. Help decide what appendices needed – I probably have too many now; these take time and energy

4. Help in updating future editions

5. Keeping book going after Tommy is retired
